During this
time our students have collected 1,430,430 cans and boxes of food. Last year we donated over 64,000 food items
to the Salvation Army.

Hauser has earned a tremendous reputation for its generosity over the last 39 years. A few years ago, the Chicago
Tribune mentioned that food Hauser students donated to the Salvation Army helped out over 100 families in the
Chicago neighborhood of Englewood.

Food pantries are reporting a reduction in donations and personnel that serve in needy communities. These
organizations have also seen a dramatic increase in the number of people who need assistance and the cost of food
has been rising over the years.
