Students will receive a rating of 1, 2 or 3 based on their
performance. Students who earn a 1 rating will receive a gold medal; students who
earn a 2 rating will receive a silver medal. No medals are received for a 3 rating.

The judge will choose two winners who will perform at the Hauser Performing
Arts show on Wednesday, February 16 at 2:00 and 7:00 p.m.

The contest is limited to the first 20 entries. Students may get an entry form from
Mrs. Gill or from the e-backpack.
