L %QIH eason just some reminders for keeping your child
home until all symptoms have resolved:
® Colds are caused by viruses and will not respond to
antibiotics.  The treatments recommended are to treat the
symptoms. Tylenol for fever, rest, and plenty of fluids.

® Flu -treat the same as colds, consult your pediatrician.

® Fever -child should remain home until temperature is

normal for 24 hours without fever reducing medication.

® Stomach -related illness -vomiting and/or diarrhea

have stopped completely.

® Strep Throat -24 hours after start of antibiotic and

fever is gone.

® Chicken Pox-All sores are dry and crusted over.
® Conjunctivitis  -24 hours after antibiotics are started.
® Adoctors note required for students who are absent

three or more days due to iliness.
