As the end of the first trimester is quickly approaching, students remain 
very engaged and focused on learning in every classroom.

 We have begun our cross grade -level guided reading groups, which meet 

three days per week.  Fountas and Pinnell reading assessments were used to 

determine each childõs instructional reading level.  This information was used 

to place students into groups that best meet their individual needs.  These 

guided reading groups provide opportunities to differentiate instruction to all 

students based on their individual strengths and needs.  

 

 The Illinois School Report Card, which shows 2009 ISAT test results, is 

now available online.  You can access this Interactive Report Card at http://

iirc.niu.edu .  I encourage you to take a moment to look through our 2009 ISAT 
results.  Staff members at Hollywood have also spent time reviewing our stu-

dentsõ results in an effort to guide instructional decisions and strive to best 

meet each childõs individualized learning needs.  4th  and 5 th  grade studentsõ 

2009 ISAT results will be sent home in their report cards on Friday, November 

20 th .  In addition, 2 nd  ð 5 th  grade studentsõ MAP test scores will also be sent 

home at that time.  

 Teachers will be holding parent/teacher conferences on Monday, November 23 rd  from 12:35 -8:30pm.  3 rd -

5 th  grade students are encouraged to attend these conferences as well. This provides an excellent opportunity for 

students to take ownership in their own learning process.   All parents were asked to sign up for a conference 
time slot at Fall Parent Night.  Please contact your childõs teacher if you would like to be reminded of your confer-

ence time.  

 

 Through our daily words of wisdom, we have been talking about the importance of giving and serving 

others.  Students have been provided with various opportunities to assist and give to others.  Many children par-

ticipated in the trick -or -treat for UNICEF project, to raise money for children around the world.  We also have a 

food drive going on from November 2 nd  through November 20 th  to benefit families in need throughout Cook 

County.  If you would like to donate food, please bring in any non -perishable food item (no glass please) and 

place it in the boxes lining the main entryway.  More information about the charities and wish lists can be found 

on the e -backpack.
