I hope that this letter finds you enjoying your summer!  
It seems hard to believe, but the summer will soon be 
drawing near an end, and the start of  another exciting 
and engaging new school year is quickly approaching.  
This letter contains information to help you as you 
prepare for the upcoming school year.  

Finalized class lists will be posted on the front door 
of  Hollywood School on Friday, August 20th at 
9:00 a.m.  School begins on Tuesday, August 

24th with a half  day (8:20- 11:25) for 1st through 5th grade 
students.   Regular school hours for grades 1-5 are 8:20am –

                   3:00pm, and will begin on Wednesday, August 25th. 

Please note that the first day schedule for kindergarten students is different than the schedule for 
students in grades 1-5.  On Tuesday, August 24th, all kindergarten students are asked to come to 
school with a parent/guardian during an assigned time slot.  Regular school hours for 
kindergarten students are 8:20am – 11:15am, and will begin on Wednesday, August 25th.  Please 
refer to the chart below to determine when you and your kindergarten child are scheduled to come 
on the first day:

8:30 Ð 9:00 Last names beginning with A Ð D
9:00 Ð 9:30 Last names beginning with E Ð H
9:30 Ð 10:00 Last names beginning with I Ð L
10:00 Ð 10:30 Last names beginning with M Ð P
10:30 Ð 11:00 Last names beginning with Q Ð T
11:00 Ð 11:30 Last names beginning with U - Z

School!  The first day of  school for the Early Childhood Education program will be on Monday, 
August 30th.  Morning session ECE hours are 8:45am – 11:15am, and afternoon session ECE 
hours are 12:20pm – 2:50pm.

Late forms and fees are all due to the 
Hollywood School office on Friday, August 13th.  Fees are listed by 
grade level on the website.  Registration fees can be paid online 
using a credit card through Illinois E-Pay (located on the district 
website).  You still have the option to pay fees by writing a check, 
made payable to Riverside School District 96.  Please note that 
students will not be assigned to a class until all registration 
materials have been submitted.

New families can come to Hollywood School 
on Friday August 13th to register for school.  If  new students 
enter the community after this date, they may contact the office to 
register during regular office hours from August 16th through the

FAQ Handbook (new this year!):

School Records:
The law governing student school records requires us to advise you annually that no person outside of 
the district may see any of  the materials in your child’s file without a signed permission slip from you.  
This ruling also affects the transfer of  records for those children moving from our district.  Your 
child’s file is always open to you whenever you wish to make an appointment with the principal for 
the purpose of  examining the materials in your child’s record file.
